Thursday 25th January 2024 

My dear people, 

It is wonderful to be back at the desk writing the first weekly message for 2024. 
While it was great to have a break from it, I do enjoy bringing you different pieces of 
news about what is happening in the life of the parish. As we slowly resume our 
normal activities for the year, particularly with schools starting next week, I would 
like to take this opportunity to wish you all the very best for the year ahead and pray 
that all your hopes, desires and endeavours come to fruition. I also hope that you 
achieve all that you seek to do this year and that, as a parish, we continue to move 
ahead with missionary renewal. 

I trust the month of January has been relaxing and restful enabling you to recharge 
your batteries for the year ahead. As I announced last year, I was fortunate to have a 
three-week break after Christmas, during which time I spent a most wonderful week 
in Malta. I also hope that the celebration of Christmas was a wonderful way to come 
together with our families and enjoy each other’s company.
